Clr. Wadden said the report was distributed, as well as a drone file on the Pictou Place,
which shows the progress as it comes along with construction. There are two major
projects, both culture hubs, one in Pictou and one in New Glasgow, both of which to be
very proud of.

CHARITABLE RECEIPTS FOR SARA (SALEM PARK)

Warden Parker said that SARA is progressing well with the walking track, and the
playground equipment is being installed this week. They have had large loads of gravel
donated. The park has received offers from companies and organizations, and they are
looking for tax receipts to be issued from the Municipality for donations and then the funds
to be forwarded to SARA.



It was moved by Warden Parker and seconded by Clr. Elliott that the Municipality accepts
donations and issue charitable receipts on behalf of SARA. Motion Carried

PACE BY-LAW AMENDMENT

The Climate Change Advisory Committee has recommended expanding the current
bylaw to expand from just solar to include home energy efficiencies.

It was moved by Warden Parker and seconded by Clr. Parker to amend the PACE by-law
to broaden the program to include home energy efficiencies. Motion Carried

REQUEST FOR FUNDING

A letter was received from Don Stewart, President of the Snowmobilers Association of
Nova Scotia, requesting assistance from the Municipality to provide a defibrillator for both
buildings.

Mr. Hale said that currently, a grant project is being worked on with ACOA for comfort
centres or community halls and could likely include these two locations within that.

It was moved by Clr. Parker and seconded by Deputy Warden Murray to refer this request
for the two locations and apply for assistance through the grant program. Cir. Parker
requested The Snowmobilers Association be notified of this. Motion Carried

PICTOU COUNTY/COLCHESTER BOUNDARY SIGNAGE

Clr. Elliott requested on behalf of the residents and herself that the sign at the
Colchester/Pictou County boundary be replaced.

ClIr. Turner recommended considering the quote with the UV coating, or the sign will fade
within 3-5 years.

It was moved by ClIr. Elliott and seconded by Clr. Parker is to accept the quote included
in the package for $659.00 from Auto Trim and Signs to replace the Colchester/Pictou
County boundary signage. Motion Carried

SALE OF MUNICIPAL VEHICLES

The Municipality of Pictou County staff issued a tender for three municipally owned
vehicles in June, and it closed on July 11, 2023. Given the bids received, staff
recommended that Council approve the sale of these vehicles to the highest bidder.

It was moved by CIr. Palmer and seconded by Deputy Warden Murray to move on to
the next highest bidder for the sale of the municipal-owned vehicles. If the next bidder
does not want the vehicle to continue to move on to the next highest after that.

Deputy Warden Murray said it should be noted that tenders should not be received in the
future from the two bidders who backed out.

COMMUNITY ANNOUNCEMENTS

Clr. Boyles said in the last few weeks, there were two incidents of a man with a gun. It
was said the incidents happened in Hillside but took place in Little Harbour.
