Our vision of “enriched individual and community wellbeing through greater participation in
meaningful recreation experiences at the community level” reflects our desire to move forward to
enhance the support and provision of recreation and physical activity for all residents of Pictou Coun ty.

GREETINGS FROM THE RECREATION OFFICE!

Our Council Reports reflect the work being done towards the Strategic Plan and are presented based on
the five goal areas of the Shared Strategy for Advancing Recreation in Nova Scotia. The Recreation
Department is always adapting our programming and services to reflect our current environment, This
report will give you an update on how we are adjusting our work to reflect our present situation, and the
plans we have to move forward.

Goal 1: Active Living & Wellbeing

To foster active, healthy living and wellbeing through recreation.

* The Pictou County Equipment Loan Program has continued to expand and be used by many
community members. The Winter Equipment loan program has been busy so far this season.
Popular items include Nordic poles, snowshoes and cross country skis. Items available in the

® The 2024 session of Multisport is underway and the first sport on the schedule is swimming and
we have a full session of grade 1s who are excited to participate! The other sports involved are
karate, track, hockey and basebiail.




Goal 2: Inclusion and Access

To increase inclusion and access to recreation for populations that face
constraints to participation.

® Our Municipa! Accessibility Committee is currently working on a county wide joint accessibility
meeting with the other municipalities to talk about challenges, successes, and the current work
being done to improve accessibility in Pictou County. Our committee is always looking for new
members - Any individual interested in joining our committee can reach out to the Active
Communities Coordinator.

¢ Did you know that sledges are available to borrow at the Hector Arena and the Pictou County
Wellness Centre? Both of these areas house sledges for community use, so anyone wishing to
borrow these can contact the arena before a free skate and the staff will be happy to assist

you!

Goal 3: Connecting People and Nature

To help people connect to nature through recreation.

® Leighton Hayden, in his role of MPAL (Municipal Physical Activity Leader) for the Municipality of
Pictou County and the Town of Pictou, continues to work on various initiatives on our behalf.

Please see highlights from his report below.

© MPAL Physical Activity Plan: Feedback meeting took place with the MOPC/Town of Pictou
participating units and UPLAND on Thursday February 8. The overall draft of the plan was good,
a few minor changes were suggested by the participating units. The name for the strategy has also
been successfully chosen. “Active Steps: A Physical Activity Strategy for the Municipality of
Pictou County and Town of Pictou.”

© Active Transportation Plan: The successfui applicant for the the AT Plan is UPLAND,
MOPC/Town of Pictou will be meeting with UPLAND to kick-off the plan on Monday, February
26 at the MOPC office.

O Active After-School Program: The program at Salt Springs Elementary School and Thorburn
Consolidated School has been successful. The February sessions have maintained consistent
attendance at each location and have become popular workspaces for the coordinator and
programmer. Additional program opportunities have also been introduced. We offered two free




skating sessions at the Hector Arena, organized a snowshoeing/group walk event in Thorburn, and
provided open gym time at Thorburn. The final days for winter phased programming are
scheduled for March 5 and 6. A comprehensive report on the Active After-School Program can be
prepared by the Active After-School Coordinator upon request,

Winter Hikes: Winter hikes have become increasingly popular across various communities,
Numerous snowshoeing, walking, and hiking events continue to take place throughout the county,
organized by different recreation departments and community groups. All these activities are
conducted in collaboration with Hike Nova Scotia. To see a list of hikes and information on how
to register for them, you can visit the 'Active Pictou County' Facebook page. The Municipality of
Pictou County has two upcoming events scheduled for March. On March 3, there will be the
GoPlay Fun Day and snowshoeing event, followed by the Fairweli Winter Night Hike at Roy
Island Loop on March 21.

March Break Programming Offered by “Active Pictou County”: Working with Rinks and the
Pictou Pool, we are creating a free programming guide for March Break. Activities will include
free skating, free swims, and group snowshoeing (weather dependent), hiking challenges, and
other activities. These activities wiil be offered at Hector Arena, Pictou County Wellness Centre,
Thorburn Rink, and Pictou Pool, The finalized dates for these activities will be included in the

guide,

Goal 4: Supportive Environments

To ensure the provision of supportive physical and social environments that
encourage participation in recreation and build strong, caring communities.

The YMCA Sunday Funday sessions have started again. This is an opportunity for MOPC
community members to access the facility who would not normally take advantage of a full-
time membership. These free swim slots rotate monthly among the municipalities who have
& partnership with the Pictou County Weilness Centre., Throughout February and April
residents of the Municipality of Pictou County can swim for free on Sundays between 2:00 and
3:00 pm at the Pictou County YMCA.

¢ The Go Play Fund will be wrapping up it’s first year very soon! This year we were able to support
15 individuals/families in their goal to access recreation in Pictou County. Examples of activities
that we were able to fund are: YMCA memberships, purchases of skates and sneakers, recreation
equipment, and club memberships just to name a few. Moving into next year we are excited to be
able to offer this initiative again and help the families of MOPC increase their activity levels and
make it easier to access recreation opportunities in the county.

® Grant allocation to various Volunteer Community Groups throughout the County is an important
part of the responsibility of the Municipal Recreation Department. This, along with liaising with
volunteers to connect them with various funders at the local, provincial, and federal level s
ongoing and we remind all Councilors that if any groups in your District need assistance to reach
out or circulate the contact information for Pictou County Recreation.

Re: Electronic Voting

Background

The Municipal Election for the Municipality of Pictou County had an all-
electronic election using Intelli-vote in October 2020. Voter turnout in the
2020 Municipal Election 50.4% for the six districts that had elections. There
was a total of 17202 electors on the voters list. Voters could cast their ballot
via telephone or computer from October 5 to 17, 2020.

On Election Day, October 17, 2020, a kiosk was set up in the Pictou
County Weliness Centre for voters who required assistance from an
election official to vote. A total of 15 electors used the Pictou County Kiosk

on Election Day.
Total Cost of the 2020 Municipal Elections for the MOPC was $53,980.21.

Electronic voting uses less staff, community hall rentals, and resources
were used than paper ballots.




Paper ballots will increase the need for human resources. Finding people to
work polls in by-elections at the municipal level, provincial and federal
elections has been a challenge. There is a lack of people willing to work
these events.

Recommendation:

That the Municipality of the County of Pictou adopt all-electronic voting for
the 2024 Municipal Election. It is also recommended that a minimum of
two kiosks locations be established on election Day October 19%, 2024,

Parker,
as a former hunter who supports hunting, is strongly opposed to a spring bear hunt. Clr.
Parker has a degree in Wildlife Biology, and the real concern is how to determine if the
bear is male or a lactating female, and if female, he questioned how can one tell if it is a
dry female. Once the bear is killed, and if it is a lactating female, the cubs will starve to
death, and this is unacceptable.

Clr. Parker has sent a letter to Tory Rushton, and the consultation on this matter will be
open until February 24, 2024. CIr. Parker asked Council for support on this matter.

Warden Parker and Cir. Dewar voiced agreement with this motion and are hopeful that
the Provincial Government will take a stand. Cir. MacKeil requested that copies of the
letter with the Council's response to the proposed spring bear hunt be sent to other
municipalities.
